• Please remember children are involved in organised sport predominantly for 

their enjoyment not yours. 
 

• Do not force an unwilling child to participate in sports. 
 

• Encourage your child to play by the laws of the game at all times. 
 

• Teach your child that honest effort is as important as victory. 
 

• Accept the result of each game without undue disappointment.  
 

• Turn a defeat into a victory by working towards skill improvement. 
 

• Never ridicule a child for a mistake or losing a match. 
 

• Remember that children learn best by your example. 
 

• Applaud good play by both teams. 
 

• Never publicly question the officials judgement or their honesty. 
 

• Direct any views you have directly to the team Manager preferably on a one 
to one basis and out of earshot of other club members. 
 

• Support all efforts to remove verbal and physical abuse from their activities. 
 

• Recognise the value and importance of volunteer coaches.  
 

• Remember your coaches give up their time and resources to help your child. 
 

• Any parent / guardian violating this conduct will see their child substituted 
from the field of play. They will then be issued with one warning. Any repeat 
offence will mean the child will be asked to leave the club. 
 

• Above all please enjoy watching them participate and if you can offer help 
please do not hesitate to ask.
